· September 2025 - The IIR Head Office sends an initial request for proposals via email.
Reminders may be sent subsequently.
· January 12, 2026 - Deadline to submit Expressions of Interest to IIR Head Office
· February 2026 - The host-organiser is selected by the STC-MC.
· February 2026 - The selected host-organiser is notified by email and confirms/declines the selection.
· March 2026 - The IIR Head Office notifies all candidates.
